
Hampton Roads Sanitation District (HRSD) operates the Atlantic
Treatment Plant at 645 Firefall Drive, on approximately 400 acres of
mixed agricultural and forested land. As one of our neighbors, we invite
you to attend a public hearing on Wednesday, June 29, at 7 p.m.
The meeting will be held in the Ocean Lakes High School Schola,
885 Schumann Drive, Virginia Beach. 

Representatives of HRSD and our engineering consultant will discuss
the preliminary design for the project, explain the alternatives considered
to ensure minimal environmental impact, respond to questions and
receive input. After compiling the comments, we will complete the final
design and schedule another public meeting. 

The plant, which was placed in service in 1983, has a design capacity of
36 million gallons per day (MGD).  Increases in flow, influent loadings
that exceed design values and increasing population result in the need to
expand the plant capacity to 54 MGD. Major construction is expected to
begin next spring and end in 2010.
